GREENWOOD VILLAGE—CDOT and contractor Kraemer North America hosted a ribbon cutting 
ceremony celebrating the substantial completion of  the Interstate 25 and Arapahoe Road Interchange 
Reconstruction project. This work has been completed seven months ahead of  schedule.

Construction began in May 2016, with a commitment to complete the project by July 2018. Speakers 
celebrated the early completion by throwing plastic, yellow hard hats into the air.

It is so much more than that such as; Easter Egg 

Hunts, Dumpster Days, General Improvement District (GID), July 4th activates, Garage Sales, Landscaping and Christmas 

lighting Contests, plus taking a stand on numerous residential issues indicates. Maybe she was trying to gain support 

for her organization and raise questions about the WHCA, an organization that for 60 years has been a voice for the 

common interest and concerns of Walnut Hills residents, not just “social”. 

   Just what is her “mission and vision” besides taking financial control of these three entities with a board that might 

be paid with our dollars, taking away money from scholarships for our high school graduates and WHCA community 

projects. Our Newsletter, Civic Association and Scholarship Fund do such a wonderful job.  Let’s continue to support all 

three of these organizations that do so much for our neighborhood.
